THURSDAY 16 JULY: 
 
Assemble at Manchester Airport, Terminal 2, 
where a representative from Edwin Doran Sports 
Travel will assist with your check-in three hours 
before departure of flight EK020, at 2050 hrs 
initially taking you to Dubai.

FRIDAY 17 JULY:  
 
On arrival in Dubai Airport at 0700 hrs, 
connect with flight, EK432, at 0845 hrs, bound 
for Brisbane, via Singapore. 
 
Overnight in flight. 
 

 
SATURDAY 18 JULY: 
 
On arrival in Brisbane Airport at 0635 hrs, 
clear Australian Immigration and Passport 
Control, and collect your luggage.  You will be 
met by a coach outside the airport and you can 
initially enjoy an orientation tour of the city. 
 
Later, you will arrive at the Sports Super Centre

The Sports Super Centre is located in Runaway 

Bay amidst the clean, green environment of the 
Gold Coast in south-east Queensland.

Rise early, check-out of your hotel and transfer 
to Brisbane Airport.  Here you will arrive in 
good time to check-in to flight, EK432, departing 
at 0810 hrs bound for Auckland. 
 
On arrival in Auckland Airport at 1315 hrs, 
you will again be met by a coach for transfer to 
your hotel, where you will be based for three 
nights, on a bed and breakfast arrangement. 
 
 

WEDNESDAY 22 JULY: 
 
Enjoy sightseeing in Auckland, the "City of 
Sails", today. 
 

 
Some of the sights you can see include; the 
International Rugby Hall of Fame, the Harbour 
Bridge and Eden Park.   
 
Also worth a visit is Auckland Museum with its 
impressive collection of Maori artefacts, together 
with taking the lift up the Sky Tower for 
magnificent views of the city.

FRIDAY 24 JULY: 
 
Check-out of your hotel early this morning and 
transfer back to Auckland Airport where you 
will arrive in good time to check-in for your 
onward flight, NZ639, departing at 0950 hrs, 
taking you to Queenstown.   
 

On arrival in Queenstown Airport at 1140 hrs, 

collect your luggage and meet your coach 
vehicle.  Transfer to a hotel where you will be 
based for the following two nights, on a bed and 
breakfast arrangement. 
 
Situated by the deep blue waters of Lake 
Wakatipu, at the foot of the Remarkables 
Range, Queenstown is known as the Adrenaline 
capital of the World.   
 
After settling in you will undertake the 10 
minute Skyline Gondola ride (included in price) 
up Bob's Peak for breathtaking views of the town 
and over the lake.  It is a steep ride to the 
observation deck, 445 metres above the town.   
 
At the top, there is a coffee shop, restaurant, 

souvenir shop and theatre, where you can 
watch “Kiwi Magic”, a film featuring the 
spectacular beauty of New Zealand with a touch 
of Kiwi humour.   
 

 
SATURDAY 25 JULY: 
 
Today you will undertake the ‘Triple Challenge’ 
excursion.  (Included within the price of your 
tour). 

 
This is a combination of jet boating and 
whitewater rafting on the Shotover River, 
combined with a breathtaking helicopter ride 
around Lake Wakatipu and the Remarkables 
Mountains. 
 
You will depart from your hotel at 0830 hrs, 
initially transferring to Cavells Rafting Lodge.   

 
Here you change into wetsuits and at 0915 hrs 
you depart for Frankton Marina from where you 
will jetboat with Twin Rivers Jet. 
 
At 1045 hrs, you arrive at the Helicopter Line 
depot at Queenstown Airport, for a breathtaking 
ride.   
 
Finally, you will transfer to enjoy some equally 
thrilling Whitewater Rafting.  You will arrive 
back at Cavells at approximately 1245 hrs 
where you can take a hot shower and sauna, 

snacks are also available.

Afterwards, you will be taken back to your hotel 
where you should arrive at around 1330 hrs.   
Enjoy the rest of your day relaxing after your 
energetic morning!

On arrival you may wish to visit the Cadbury 
World Chocolate Factory.  
 
Another suggestion is a visit to the Royal 
Albatross Colony, to see seals and a variety of 
birds, including the magnificent royal 
albatross, which has its only mainland, 
breeding site here.   

 
Later, you meet up with your next set of hosts 
who will provide the students with 
accommodation for three nights.   
 
The accompanying five adults will again be 
based in a hotel, nearby, on a bed and 
breakfast arrangement.

Later you will be delivered to Christchurch 
Airport where you will check-in to your flight, 
EK419, departing at 1550 hrs to Sydney. 
 
You will arrive into Sydney Airport at 1715 
hrs, where you will be met by a coach, and 
transferred to your hotel, where you will 
remain for the final four nights of the tour, on 
a bed and breakfast basis.   
 
 

SATURDAY 01 AUGUST: 
 
Today you will undertake some Jet Boating in 
Sydney Harbour.  (Included in price). 
 
Your 30 minute 
thrill ride 
includes massive 

sideways slides, 
awesome fish 
tails, wave riding, 
the infamous 
‘Powerbrake 
Stop’, in which 
the jet boat comes 
to a complete stop 
within two boat 
lengths, and 
incredible 270 
degree spins.  
Plus you will see Sydney’s famous sites 
including the Sydney Opera House, Fort 
Denison, Rose Bay, Goat Island, Taronga Zoo, 
and the Sydney Harbour Bridge. Travelling at 
speeds of up to 80 km/h you will feel the wind 
in your hair and have loads of fun!   
 
 

SUNDAY 02 AUGUST: 
 
A full free day to enjoy sightseeing together in 

Sydney.  
 
Explore the Rocks area, birthplace of the 
country, now restored to its original state, with 
cobbled streets, gas lamps, and tiny 
restaurants, where you could sample some 
Australian cuisine (perhaps seafood or even 
kangaroo steak!) in one of Sydney’s most 
sophisticated areas. 
 
Visit Taronga Zoo, which is reputed to be one 
of the best zoos in the world.  Taronga is in a 

very picturesque location overlooking the 

harbour.   
 
 
Alternatively, visit Homebush Bay, the home of 
the Sydney Olympic; the park now offers lots 
of things for tourists & locals alike and is one 
of Sydney’s premier tourism attractions.  
 
 

MONDAY 03 AUGUST: 
 
Today you will take part in final matches of 
this tour:

Later you will no doubt wish to visit the Darling 
Harbour Complex, a former dockside area, which 
has been transformed into a major tourist site 
and leading convention and exhibition centre.   
 
A monorail service runs from the Central 
Business District to Darling Harbour and skirts 

the harbour, making stops at points around the 
harbour.  
 
Here you will find many attractions, including 
the Chinese Garden of Friendship, Cockle Bay 
Wharf with its many eating places, an Imax 
Theatre, Sydney Aquarium, the Australian 
National Maritime Museum and the Harbour side 
Shopping Centre. 
 
 

TUESDAY 04 AUGUST: 
 
Check out of your hotel this morning, and most 
of the day will be free for last minute sightseeing 
and souvenir shopping. 
 

Later, you will return by coach to Sydney 
Airport, arriving in time to check into your 
flight, EK419, departing at 1845 hrs, taking you 
initially to Dubai, via Bangkok. 
 
Overnight in flight. 
 
 

WEDNESDAY 05 AUGUST: 
 
On arrival in Dubai Airport at 0535 hrs, 
connect with flight, EK017, departing at 0755 
hrs, bound for Manchester. 
 
On arrival in Manchester Airport at 1255 hrs, 
clear UK Passport Control, collect your luggage 
and pass through Customs. Disperse for home 
(own arrangements for getting to/from
